In the meantime and while the selection and appointment process is carried out, the Board has
appointed Mr Jarlath Kelly in the temporary role of Acting Principal of the College and Mrs Karen Austin
in the temporary role of Acting Deputy Principal. We wish them both well in these roles and they have
the Board’s full trust and confidence.
